The first play of FSP's next season is the sequel to Run for Your Wife. Caught in the Net, a farce by Ray
Cooney was an Olivier Award nominee for Best Comedy of 2003. We find the bigamist taxi driver John Smith still
keeping his two families in different parts of London, both happy and blissfully unaware of each other. However,
his teenage children, a girl from one family and a boy from the other, have met on the Internet and are anxious to
meet in person! Keeping them apart plunges John into a hellhole of his own making. The situation spirals out of
control as John juggles outrageously with the truth.

The play calls for four males and three females; one male and one female around age 16; two women in their
40's, and men in their 30's, 40's, and 60's. The show will be directed by Brandi Stephens and will take stage at the
Capitol Arts Center November 10-13. Rehearsals will tentatively be Monday/Wednesday/Friday nights and
occasionally Sunday afternoons.

Auditions will be held at the Capitol Arts Center (upstairs mezzanine) on Monday & Tuesday, September
26 & 27, starting at 7:00 p.m. Scripts are available at the Capitol for check out. There is a $10 deposit, and
scripts must be returned by September 23.

Help will also be needed with stage crew, assistant director/stage manager, set construction, props, costumes,
and publicity, so plan to come to auditions and sign up!
